™\ and more specifically to reduced keyboards such as
those implemented on a touch-sensitive panel or
aisplay screen and to mechanical keyboard systems,
using word-level analysis to resolve inaccuracies in
user entries. This is an example of where text might
appear in the text output region of the system. As
the user enters a sequence of keystrokes in the
104 auto-correcting keyboard region, lists of words
corresponding to each entered sequence are
aisplayed in the word choice fist.
